








Pin your lining pieces, right sides facing 
each other, and sew up one of the long 

sides.  Press open.

Pin your lining to the main part along the 
top, right sides together.  Stitch across the 

top using 1/4” seam allowance.

Open your fabric up and press well.
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Now fold in half and make sure the loop is 
not near the edges so it doesn’t get 

stitched while you’re sewing.  Sew all the 
way around but leave a 3” hole in the side 
of the lining for turning your fabric.  Snip 

all four corners.

Reach in and grab the loop.  Pull it 
through the hole and continue to 

turn your case right side out.  Take a 
chopstick or turning tool and gently 

poke the corners out so they are 
nice and squared.

Press your case well and stitch the hole 
closed.  You can use a slip stitch or 

machine stitch very close to the edge.  
Now push your lining fabric down into 
the other fabric, creating a pocket for 

your iPhone.
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Load your case with your phone and 
other necessities.  Velcro your pocket 
shut and pull the elastic loop over the 
button to hold your phone securely.

Slip your hand in the wrist loop 
so now you’ve got a safe grip on 
your phone case but have easy 
access to your phone when it 

rings.  You’re ready to go!
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
